
2011 DEER ARCHERY HUNT - HORSESHOE LAKE STATE PARK 
 

A total of eight (8) bowhunters will be permitted to hunt the designated areas of Horseshoe Lake 
State Park, Madison County, Illinois, during each of the designated hunting weeks.  Statewide 
hunting hours and regulations will be in affect with the following site specific regulations: 
1.  It will be unlawful to construct or use any tree stand using nails, screws, or wire, or any device  
    which pierces or cuts the bark of the tree on which it is installed.  All tree stands must be  
    portable and must be removed at the end of the day’s hunt.  

    NO PERMANENT STANDS ARE ALLOWED. 
2.  All hunter trips and deer harvested must be reported to the park office by December 31 by  
    completing the harvest report form. Statewide regulations also apply to all deer harvested.   
3.  Permits are not transferrable. 
4.  It will be unlawful to possess or consume any alcoholic beverages on the site. 
5.  During the youth and all regular firearm deer seasons, archery hunters will be required to wear  
    a solid blaze orange cap and vest. 
6.  Successful applicants are encouraged to review the map of the areas where hunting is allowed.           
    Beginning October 1, archery hunting will be permitted on Bend Road and the area south  
    of Walker’s Island (campground).   After November 1, archery hunting will also be allowed on  
    the entire island.  
7.  All hunters will be required to harvest an antlerless deer before harvesting an antlered deer.
